He papa keia e ‘imi ana i ka ho‘'omohala ‘ia o ke kuana‘ike Hawai‘i me kona pili i ka
nohona kanaka o keia wa. E ho‘oikaika ‘ia ka mohala a'e o ka ‘ike kanaka no ka
mo‘omeheu Hawai‘i a me kona mau ‘ao‘ao loli ma ke kilo ‘ana i na hapana heluhelu o
keia makahiki. He mea nui ka hiki ke na‘auao ma luna o ia mau ‘ike ma kona ‘ano laula i
mea e kokua ‘ia ai ka holomua ‘ana o ka hana o keia wa ma kona ‘ano haiki.

E pili pu ana me na ‘olelo ma luna pono nei, e kia pono‘l ‘ia ka ho‘oulu ‘ia o ka makau
ha‘i‘olelo ku‘una o ke kaila Hawai‘i e like me ka mea e malama ‘ia nei ma
Nawahiokalani‘opu‘u nei.
